Spill and Leak:
Do not breathe vapors.  Wear NIOSH approved respirator w/acid gas cartridge if airborne concentration exceeds TLV.  Cover contaminated area w/soda ash or sodium bicarbonate. Scoop up
neutralized slurry & flush down drain w/excess water.

Disposal:
Neutralize with soda ash or sodium bicarbonate. Flush down drain with excess water. Dispose according to federal, state and local regulations.
